Thousands of people of every race, age, and economic
level work in the eight Biloxi casinos. This wide variety of humanity forces me to develop my apostolate
so that I can practice the “Universai Brotherhood” that Br. Charles wrote and preached about. And, even
though the casinos are not, as many Christians believe, evil institutions, they do not encourage virtue.
Thus, it is of great importance that devoted followers of Christ work in casinos, sanctifying them from
within through constant prayer and works of charity.
